JROTC MISSION - “To motivate young people to be better citizens.”

»JROTC is offered each trimester during periods 1 — 4, five days each week.

» DCTC students may take JROTC either 1 or 2 periods each day. Each completed
period yields .5 credit hours toward graduation.

» There is no military obligation incurred; however, students who complete a

total of 4 credit hours and enlist in any branch of the military will be promoted to pay
grade E3 upon graduation from basic training.

» There is no cost for JROTC. The Army uniforms provided are turned-in at the

end of each year. Students are only responsible for about three dry-cleanings a year. A
T-shirt is provided for physical training periods each week.

» Curriculum includes instruction in marching, military courtesies, history, civics,
health and fitness, CPR, leadership, and physical training.
» There are numerous opportunities for community service, work with Veterans’
organizations, and soup kitchens.
